In re Boy Scouts of America, Case No. 20-10343 (Bankr. D. Del.); In re Delaware BSA, LLC, Case No. 20-10342 (Bankr. D. Del.) (together, the “Bankruptcy Cases,” and each of Boy Scouts of America and Delaware BSA, LLC, a “Debtor”)

Out of an abundance of caution, on November 16, 2020, the Episcopal Diocese of North Carolina (the “Diocese”) filed generalized, protective proofs of claim (the “Member Protective Claims”) in the above-referenced Bankruptcy Cases on behalf of all of its member and affiliated parishes, churches, and missions (collectively, the “Members”) that did not file their own proofs of claim.  

The bar date to file proofs of claim in the Bankruptcy Cases expired on November 16, 2020 (the “Bar Date”).  While the Member Protective Claims were timely filed, the Diocese cannot guarantee that its filing of the Member Protective Claims will operate to preserve the claims of the Members that did not timely file their own proofs of claim.

If any Member believes that it may have served as a Chartered Organization
 of Boy Scouts of America (“BSA”) or otherwise hosted or facilitated BSA events, and it failed to file a proof of claim by the Bar Date, it should file its own proof of claim against the appropriate Debtor as promptly as possible.  Such proof of claim should be asserted as an “addendum” to the relevant Member Protective Claim filed by the Diocese.
  The proof of claim should be filed electronically on the Debtors’ restructuring website, https://cases.omniagentsolutions.com/bsa/. 

Please note that the timely filing of the Member Protective Claims is unlikely to render a late-filed proof of claim by any particular Member timely filed.  However, there are standards that courts may sometimes apply to permit late-filed claims to be allowed. One of the factors courts consider in allowing late-filed claims is how promptly such claims are filed after the Bar Date.
